What Happens Then?

(What’s As Found Data). If there are any concerns we will contact you to review
options. When the calibration is completed, we’ll ship your instrument back to you and
provide you with the tracking number. You will also receive a link to a short
questionnaire (we promise it’s short) on our calibration service.
